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Jeff Nunn Many people feel frustrated and uncertain
about religion because everywhere around
us there is religious confusion.! Some teach that people
should serve God in one way while others teach He is

worshiped in another way.?
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Is there a way to cut through all of this confusion
and discover the truth about what God asks of men and
women in this life? Yes!
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The answer is found in
God’s Word revealed to us
in the Bible.>* Within the
Bible God has given to all
peoplewhat we must know
in order to live and worship
in a way that is pleasing to
Him.* If men and women will
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commit themselves to
follow the Bible in ev-
ery aspect of their lives
they can know with
certainty the way that
is pleasing to God.” But,
someone might ask...

“Don’t different
people under-
stand the Bible
differently?”

Unfortunately this
is often true. How-
ever the reason for
this is not because the
Bible cannot be under-

stood.® Often, we bring to our study of Scripture a
number of obstacles that hinder our understanding.
Some of these obstacles are:

15 Preconceptions (a preconceived idea about what
we should do or what God expects).’

1= Prejudice (a predetermined inclination in a cer-
tain direction).®

1= Religious Traditions (ideas taught by religious
groups that are not found in Scripture).®

1= Family background (the way our family has al-
ways believed about certain matters).°

“How can we avoid these obstacles and
escape religious confusion?”
The way is simple:
1. Commit yourself to follow God’s word whatever
the cost.!

2. Test any idea you may hear or think up
yourself by the standard of Scripture to
E see if it is truly God’s will.*?

3. Be willing to reject anything that you
cannot prove from Scripture to be the
4 truth.?® And finally,

4. Be willing to follow everything that you find
in Scripture to the very best of your ability.*
