Lesson Eleven: David, a “Man after God’s Own Heart”

1 Samuel 16:10-19; 17:40-49; 2 Samuel 5:1-5; 11:1-5; 12:7-14; 1 Kings 2:1-4  
I
n our last lesson we learned that God took the kingdom from Saul and gave it to “a man after God’s own heart” (1 Sam. 13:14). This man was David, the youngest son of Jesse (1 Sam. 16:10-11). Samuel anointed David at the command of God when he was still a young man (1 Sam. 12-13). David was a shepherd and singer of songs in praise to God. He became Saul’s harpist (1 Sam. 16:14-19).


When David was still a boy the Lord allowed David to kill a mighty warrior of the Philistines with a sling (1 Sam. 17:40-49). This led Saul to be jealous of David, and eventually fought against him. David was always kind and loyal to Saul and even spared his life when he once had the opportunity to kill him (1 Sam. 24:2-6).


After Saul’s death in battle with the Philistines, David was eventually made king over all Israel (2 Samuel 5:1-5). David served the Lord faithfully through most of his life, yet on one dark occasion he turned from the Lord. David lusted after another man’s wife he saw bathing on her rooftop. Jesus taught that those who lust commit adultery in the heart (Matt. 5:28). Job said, “I have made a covenant with my eyes” not to lust for a woman that was not his wife (Job 31:1). Not only did David lust, but he had the woman brought to him and he committed adultery with her, and she conceived a child (2 Sam. 11:1-5). As if this was not bad enough, to cover his sin David then tried to cover his sin by calling her husband back from battle to be with her. When that failed he then commanded that Uriah, her husband be withdrawn from in battle so that he would die (2 Sam. 11:14-17). The prophet Nathan rebuked David, and he repented but the Lord promised him that because of his sin his own house would be plagued with conflict (2 Sam. 12:7-14).

This promise was fulfilled when one of his sons, Absolom rose up against him to take over rule of Israel. Many followed Absolom, who drove David out of Jerusalem and even took some of David’s wives as he had taken the wife of Uriah. Absolom was eventually defeated, but David’s heart was broken over how his own sin had influenced his family (2 Sam. 15-18). 

Before his death, David made arrangements for his son Solomon to build a permanent place of worship in Jerusalem similar to the tabernacle (1 Chron. 22:5-10). God instructed David, as he had instructed Moses about the construction of the temple. Solomon would reign after David and build the temple as David had instructed him (1 Kings 2:1-4). David died after reigning forty years over Israel (1 Chron. 29:26-28).

The prophet Nathan revealed to David that Solomon’s, “Throne shall be established forever” (1 Chron. 17:14). He would not live forever, but his “throne” would continue. Zechariah prophesied of one who would reign as “a priest on His throne” (Zech. 6:13). Jesus would be not only a direct descendent of David (cf. Matt. 1:1; Luke 3:30) but would become the High Priest of the New covenant (Heb. 4:14-15).
