Lesson Twenty-Five: The Promise of the Messiah
Texts: Genesis 49:10; Isaiah 7:14; 9:6; 11:1-10; 53:1-12; [image: image1.jpg]

W
hen the Lord told Samuel to appoint Saul (and later) David kings of Israel, He commanded him to anoint them with oil to mark their appointment (1 Sam. 9:16; 16:12). Later, God revealed to Daniel a time when “Messiah, the Prince” would come  (Dan. 9:25-26). Messiah means “Anointed One.” This would be One whom God Himself would anoint. The Old Testament promised some wonderful things about this Messiah, who was to come.  

First, it revealed where He was to be born. God revealed to Micah, “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah,

though you are little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of you shall come forth to Me the One to be Ruler in Israel, whose goings forth are from of old, from everlasting” (Micah 5:2). Isaiah was told that He would be born of a virgin. He was told, “Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel” (Isa. 7:14). The name Immanuel means “God with Us.” Both prophecies reveal that the Messiah would not be an ordinary man. He would be “from everlasting” and “God with” man.

Other prophesies revealed more about the divine nature of the Messiah. Isaiah was told, “Unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government will be upon His shoulder. and His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace” (Isa. 9:6). It would be blasphemy to call a mere man “Mighty God.” The Messiah would be “God with us.”

We have noted several times in our study the prophecy of Genesis 49:10. It spoke of One who would comes from the tribe of Judah who would hold the “scepter” and be “lawgiver.”  This One was called “Shiloh.” The name Shiloh means “Him to whom it belongs.” The Messiah would be One to whom the right to rule and make laws belong. As we noted in the last lesson He would be a descendent of Jesse (David’s father) but also the “Root of Jesse” (Isa. 11:1-10). Only One who was divine could accomplish such a task.


Some of the most amazing prophecies about the Messiah revolve around his death. Isaiah devotes an entire chapter to some amazing details about the death of the Messiah.  Isaiah chapter 53 foretells that the Messiah would be rejected by men (53:3); He would suffer for the sins of mankind (53:4-5); His punishment would offer healing to others (53:6); He would be silent before His accusers (53:7a); He would be led “as a lamb to the slaughter” (53:7b);  He would be taken from the “land of the living” (53:8); yet He would prolong his days (53:10); His grave would be with the wicked and the rich (53:9); yet He would make intercession for transgressors (53:12). What wonderful and detailed descriptions of the life and death of Jesus Christ. He was the Messiah who was promised. The remainder of our study will focus on the good news of His coming revealed in the New Testament.
