Introduction.  After the Flood, in Genesis 9:1, God tells Noah and his family to multiply and fill the whole Earth.  Chapter 10 is devoted to show Noah and his family multiplying.  However, because they didn’t spread out through the world, they all had the same language and were gathered in the same place.  They started to build a tower to God. B. Abraham went to Egypt for a time, but returned to Canaan (Genesis 12)

C. Abraham and Lot part ways (Genesis 13:1-14:17)

D. Melchizedek blesses Abraham (Genesis 14:18-24)
E. God renews His promises (Genesis 15)
F. Ishmael is born (Genesis 16)

G. Circumcision is instituted (Genesis 17)

H. Sodom and Gomorrah are destroyed (Genesis 18-19)

I. Isaac is born and Ishmael is sent away (Genesis 21:1-21)

J. Isaac is offered on Mount Moriah (Genesis 22:1-19)

K. Sarah dies and is buried at Hebron (Genesis 23)

L. Abraham finds a wife for Isaac (Genesis 24)

M. Abraham marries Keturah and has children through her (Genesis 25:1-6)

N. Abraham dies and is buried with Sarah at Hebron (Genesis 25:7-11)

II.  Five Characteristics of Abraham Worthy of Imitation (Hebrews 11:8-19)  


A. Faithful



1. Faith is based on evidence (Hebrews 11:1)



2. Abraham had faith in God because of the evidence


B. Trusting



1. Trust is based on relationships (Psalm 18:2)



2. Abraham trusted God because God took care of him


C. Obedient



1. Faith and trust requires Obedience (James 2:17)



2. Abraham was obedient because of the evidence and his relationship 


with God


D. Patient



1. Obedience requires Patience (2 Peter 3:9)



2. Abraham remained obedient even though he didn’t see the fulfillment of 

God’s promises to him.

E. Determined



1. Determination is based on Patience (Philippians 3:13-15)



2. Abraham was patient with God despite all the trials he endured
